Meters read for share transfer:   
5-28-16:  Mike turned on the Troutman meter [#36].  He needed to make a repair to the shut-off valve.  In the three years the meter was locked-off a tree root put pressure on a joint and broke it.  The repair was made and the meter turned on.
5-30-16:  Mike and Nathan read the meter for the annual billing.  It took 8 hours.

6-7-16:  Mike had to make a leak search.  He found a leak at the County Part [Meter#142].  He located the leak and shut off the valve in the park.  Total water loss is around 20,000 gallons.  Mike notified the park ranger.

Martin went to the County for information on the property formerly owned by Nasser Mousavizadeh [#195-no meter]. We were unaware that the property had changed ownership. New Info:  Through good detective work, Martin has now found that the trust is out of business.
