Mike’s Report
7-1-15:  I delivered sample bottles for the Lead and Copper test.  At meter #162 I found a broken hose on an automatic sprinkler system. The shareholders were on vacation. I turned off the hose bib and left a message.  The shareholder has not been in touch.  Automatic sprinklers are not allowed.
7-4-18:  I received a call from Nick Sloan who is in charge of the County Park.

He reported that water on a keyed hose bib had an odor. I used the drinking fountains and found that the water was clear and odorless.  We will keep a watch on it. 
7-31-18:  The Fire Department reported very low water pressure and sometimes no water pressure.  It had been sporadic for two weeks.  We dug up the meter box and changed the meter.  Before the meter was replaced we checked for flow and found that there was plenty of flow.  We noted that the pressure reducer was old and corroded.  I recommended that it be replaced and install a 3K gallon portable tank with a pressure pump.  This is a Cal-Fire responsibility.

Mike and Linda went to a homeland security workshop.  Most of the attendees were from large water companies. If there are security problems call homeland security before the police of FBI.  Mike will put a new sign in Pedley Valley.  

The 40K tank is now splitting in two places.  The liner is the only thing holding the water

The Building Department has signed off on the new tank.  The project has been “Red Stamped”.  Finally!!

Brett asked when the installation would start.  Mike replied that hopefully it would be about Oct. 1st.

The Board discussed vacation rentals.  We may have a problem if many people come up on the same day.
